2. Mission Statement:

Konkani being a relatively young Indian language, the Department of Konkani of this College
understand the need to work towards providing insights of ‘Origin of Language, Cultural Identity, Literary
development and Folklore of Konkani Language’ to create Konkani scholars with local and global

prospective.

For this department offers courses in History of Konkani Language and Literature, History of
Konkani Language Movement, Study of Konkani Folklore, Critical Study of Konkani Dialects and
modern trends in the Konkani Literature. So we in Konkani department would like to focus on the
Socio-Literary, Socio-cultural and Socio-Historical study of Konkani Language.

All the three faculty from the department are PhD holder with specialization in the field like :
‘Shenoi Goembab’ (‘Father of Konkani Language’) and Linguistic Identity of Konkani’,
‘Sociolinguistic Study of Official Language Movement of Konkani’ and ‘Socio-cultural Study of
Konkani Essay’. This supplements their teaching through their research.

A weeklong activities like ‘Srujanotsav’ is one of the major programme organized by our
department wherein students are encourage in creative writing. Sahitya Academy Award winner
Konkani writers such as Pundlik Nayak, Damodar Maujo, Melwin Rodrigues, Dr. Jayanti Nayak, Dr.
Madhavi Sardesai, Dr. Narayan Desai etc are invited under such activities. We provide training and
guidance to our students in street plays, one act plays, folk dance, folk songs etc. We organize
Workshops as well as study tour to learn the socio-cultural aspects of the Konkani community
across the country. Internship programs in Teaching, Media and research writing is also a integral
part of their curriculum.

On successful completion of the said course, students will be able to achieve basic skills to
work as Teacher, Editors, News Reader, Radio and TV Anchor, Proof readers, Critiques etc. They can



also specialize further in fields related to Konkani Language & Literature. They can also join the
field of creative writing and research.

Students who have completed their HSSC in any stream, well-verse in Konkani and interested
in the study of Konkani Language & Literature are eligible to take this course.The Students
interested in pursuing graduation in Konkani should have passed HSSC (10+2) with Konkani as a
subject. The Student should be confident in expression, verbal or literary through presentation or
through assignments. We impress on participation of students in all academic activities.

3. Courses Offers by the Department:

The department of Konkani offers eight core courses and twelve elective courses. These
courses are designed in such a way that the students opting Konkani single major or double major
will get exposure to various facets of Konkani language and literature.

‘Outline History of Konkani Language and Literature from beginning to 1858 and from
1859 till 1992, Contribution of Shennoy Goembab towards Konkani ldentity, Grammatical and
Linguistic Study of Konkani, Study of Konkani Dialects, Konkani Folk-Lore, Important Trends in
Post Liberation Konkani Literature, Introduction to the Study of Indian and Western Poetics. Are
the Core courses which gives scope for the horizontal mobility of a student.

Under Elective courses department is offering Special Study of Konkani Poetry, Short
Story, Novel, Tiatr, Drama, Essay, Special Study of Multi facets Konkani Personalities, Konkani
Teaching Methodology, Study of Mass Media, Film and Drama Appreciation and Translation
studies. This Elective courses have been targeting for Vertical mobility of the student.

Spoken and Written Skills in Konkani is introduced as Foundation Course, Film and Drama
Appreciation as well Translation Study in Konkani is introduced as Generic Elective Courses. Same
way Study of Konkani Street Plays and Study of Konkani One-Act Plays is introduced to provide
first-hand information and hands-on training to the students opting for Skill Enhancement courses
offered by Konkani Department.
