As a part of outreach programme of the Parvatibai Chowgule College, Margao;

The following
is a sample of organisms that were recorded in the sanctuary

Birds:

Greater Racket-tailed drongo- A large black drongo with a notched tail
and long, racketlike outer tail streamers, a glossy neck, and an obvious
crest that curves backwards. Juveniles are duller and often lack the tail
streamers. Prefers woodlands and forests where it may be found
associating with mixed flocks, other drongos, and birds such as treepies
and babblers.

Jungle crow- The Indian jungle crow (Corvusculminatus) is a species of
crow found across the Indian Subcontinent south of the Himalayas. It is
very common and readily distinguished from the house which has a
grey neck. In the past the species was treated as a subspecies of
another crow species but vocalizations and evidence from ectoparasite
co-evolution and phylogenetic evidence have led to it being considered
as a distinct species in modern taxonomic treatments.

Red-vented Bulbul- The red-vented bulbul is a member of the bulbul
family of passerines. It is resident breeder across the Indian
subcontinent, including Sri Lanka extending east to Burma and parts of
Tibet. The red-vented bulbul is easily identified by its short crest giving
the head a squarish appearance. The body is dark brown with a scaly
pattern while the head is darker or black. The rump is white while the
vent is red. The black tail is tipped in white. The Himalayan races have
a more prominent crest and are more streaked on the underside.

Grey jungle-fowl- The grey junglefowl], also known as Sonnerat's
junglefowl, is one of the wild ancestors of domestic fowl together with
the red junglefowl and other junglefowls. A gene from the grey
junglefowl is responsible for the yellow pigment in the legs and




different body parts of all the domesticated chicken.

Red-whiskered bulbul- The red-whiskered bulbul, or crested bulbul, is
a passerine bird found in Asia. It is a member of the bulbul family. It is a
resident frugivore found mainly in tropical Asia. It has been introduced
in many tropical areas of the world where populations have established
themselves. It feeds on fruits and small insects.

White-browed bulbul- A plain brownish bulbul that is endemic to the
bottom half of peninsular India and Sri Lanka. Ubiquitous inhabitant of
scrubby habitat across its range and sometimes overlaps with Yellow-
throated Bulbul in rocky scrub. Although both species have a yellow
vent and can sound similar, White-browed can be distinguished by its
brown face and white eyebrow. Usually occurs in pairs and tends to
skulk in undergrowth. Rather noisy but uncommonly seen, listen for
regular, short bursts of distinctive raucous babbling.

Lesser Coucal- A dark, rather sturdy cuckoo of scrubby habitats,
reedbeds, forest edge, and agricultural areas. Adults black with bright
chestnut wings and fine silvery streaking on neck and shoulders.
Immatures a grayish brown above, paler below, with dull chestnut
wings and a brown-and-black barred tail. Similar to Greater Coucal but
significantly smaller, with a dark (instead of red) eye and duller
chestnut back and wings with silver streaks. Song is a distinctive series
of sharp notes, with the crescendo cadence of a bouncing ball.

Mammals:

Leopard (pugmarks)- Pugmark signifies identity. Pugmark plays a
major role in identifying a given specific animal in terms of sex, age or
size as well as total accuracy of the given individual species. Pugmark
denotes "paw print" of most feline animals.

Indian Jackal (tracks)- Jackals are medium-sized omnivorous mammals of the
genuscanis which also includes wolves, coyotes and the domestic dog.

Invertebrates:

Butterflies- Common crow, Psych , Blur Mormon, Common Wanderer,
Danaid eggfly, Bush brown

Cicadas-Cicada, (family Cicadidae), any of a group of sound-producing
insects (order Homoptera) that have two pairs of membranous wings,
prominent compound eyes, and three simple eyes (ocelli). Cicadas are
medium to large in size, ranging from 2 to 5 cm (0.8 to 2 inches). Male
cicadas produce loud noises by vibrating membranes (tymbals) near
the base of the abdomen.

The Chowgule’s Birder’s Club organized its first bird walk for the
academic year 2018-19 on 17th August 2018 at Maina-Curtorim, Goa.
The walk was for about 1km. About 20 students attended this bird walk
under the guidance of Sir Stephen Dias and Mr. Joshua. Some of the birds
that were identified are listed below:

1)Brahminy Kkite- Medium sized raptor with white head and breast.
Body is chestnut brown. The very tip of the tail is white. Wings are broad
and the tail is short. Legs are short and not feathered. Beak is lemon
yellow in colour.

2)Red - Whiskered Bulbul - It has a pointed black crest, white cheeks,
brown back reddish under tail coverts a long white tipped tail. The red
whisker mark from which it gets its name.

3)Lesser Whistling Duck- A medium sized duck, orange brown in
colour with scaly pattern on back, large head, thin neck and long legs. In
flight the large rounded wings look black below and distinct maroon
patches are visible on the forewings and rump.

4)Cormorant- Medium to large birds. Have dark feathers. Have narrow,
long and hooked beak. The skin on the face can vary in colour from blue
to red to orange.

5)Peafowl- It is a large and brightly coloured bird. It is prominently blue
with a fan like crest of spatula tipped wire like feathers. Has a long train
made up of elongated upper tail covert with colourful eye spots.
6)Jungle mynah- It is a grey-brownish bird with a tuft of feathers
forming a small crest on the forehead and the base of the tail. It has a
black head with the upper area being more grey-brown. Chin, breast and
belly dark ashey grey.

7)White Throated Kingfisher - they have thick, reddish orange bills,
red legs, and dark chocolate coloured heads, bellies, and shoulders. A
brilliant white patch can be found on the throat. The wings and tail are
bright blue with white patches on the primaries and the black distal tips.




8)Rock Pigeon- it has a dark bluish grey head, neck, and chest with
glossy yellowish, greenish and reddish purple iridescence along its neck
and wing feathers. The iris is orange red or golden with a paler inner
ring. The bill is grey-black with a conspicuous off white crest, and the
feet are purplish red.

9)Wire Tail Swallow- a very distinctive swallow with two long, thin
feathers, on its outer tail from which it gets its name. It has brilliant
glossy blue upperparts and a chestnut forehead and crown that contrasts
with clean white under parts.

10)Purple Heron- large heron with rusty head and streaky neck. Has
purple brown plumage with slate grey wings, reddish brown breast,
black belly and reddish-purple flanks and scapulars.

11)Green Bee - Eater- A small dainty bee eater that is intensely green
overall with a greenish blue throat, a thin black throat band, and long
central tail feathers. Flies gracefully as it catches insects and other prey.

The students were accompanied by the CBC coordinators and core committee members
and were exposed to the various aspects of bird identification and bird enumeration
techniques

1)Brahminy kite- Medium sized raptor with white head and breast. Body is chestnut
brown. The very tip of the tail is white. Wings are broad and the tail is short. Legs are
short and not feathered. Beak is lemon yellow in colour.

2)Red - Whiskered Bulbul - It has a pointed black crest, white cheeks, brown back
reddish under tail coverts a long white tipped tail. The red whisker mark from which it
gets its name.

3)Cormorant- Medium to large birds. Have dark feathers. Have narrow, long and hooked
beak. The skin on the face can vary in colour from blue to red to orange.

4)ungle mynah- It is a grey-brownish bird with a tuft of feathers forming a small crest
on the forehead and the base of the tail. It has a black head with the upper area being
more grey-brown. Chin, breast and belly dark ashey grey.

5)Purple Heron- large heron with rusty head and streaky neck. Has purple brown
plumage with slate grey wings, reddish brown breast, black belly and reddish-purple
flanks and scapulars.

6)Green Bee - Eater- A small dainty bee eater that is intensely green overall with a
greenish blue throat, a thin black throat band, and long central tail feathers. Flies
gracefully as it catches insects and other prey.

7)Ashy Prinia- It is a small warbler. It has a black bill, pale cinnamon underparts, a gray
head, and a greyish brown back. Nonbreeding birds acquire a short eyebrow and a longer
tail.

8)Common Kingfisher- small and often shy, and inconspicuous. Has turquoise green
upperparts with brighter turquoise rump. Tail is blue. Wings are darker blue, finely
spotted with turquoise on greater coverts. The underparts are rufous orange slightly

darker on flanks. On the head crown and maler stripe are blue, finely spotted with paler
blue and black.

Bicoloured frog Clinotarsuscurtipes A species endemic to the Western
Ghats for which Amboli appears to be the northernmost distribution
limit. Gecko- Of the genus Cnemaspis, displaying unique morphological
characteristics, seems to me to be an undescribed species, and is also
largely encountered along this trail. Malabar pit viper, Travancore,wolf
snake, Giri’sbronzeback, Beddome’s keelback, Prashad’s gecko, white-
banded ground gecko, Amboli caecilian, Amboli toad and Chorla giant-
striped caecilian. The plateau, however, is dominated by the Amboli
toad, famous for breeding in the small pools of water that accumulate
in the lateritic rocks here. The other herps commonly seen here are
Indian saw-scaled vipers, Beddome’s snake-eyed
Gunther’s snake skinks.
