Total of five innovative sports and fitness challenges were included in this 

tournament, Tiger Step Up n Down Challenge, Panna Challenge, Rhythmic 

Yogasana, Zumba & Fit Tiger’s Challenge. Total of nine departmental clubs 

participated in this tournament. 

Biochrome (Biotechnology Department) were declared the champions of 

Tiger Sportz Fiesta 12.0 with 2950 points, followed by Chemzone (Chemistry 

Department) in 2nd place with 2300 points, DOSTO (Sociology Department) 

& Club Cerebro (Psychology Department) finished in tied 3rd place with 850 

points. 

The tournament started with Tiger Step Up n Down Challenge on 19th 

December 2023 with seven departments participating in boys category & six 

departments participating in girls category. Step up and down is a vertical run 

and participants climb up 466 steps of A, B & C blocks of college.

January 2024 at Tiger’s Ghol. Panna challenge is one on one futsal in a 

confined space. Total of 7 departmental clubs participated in the boy's 

category & 3 in the girl's category.  

The third event was Rhythmic Yogasana, held on 12th January 2024 at Tiger’s 

Ghol. Total of four departmental clubs participated in the girl's category &a 

lone participant in the boy's category.  

The fourth event was Zumba, held on 19th January 2024, at Tiger’s Ghol. 

Total of four departmental clubs participated in the girl's category & 1 in the 

boy's category.. 

Last event was Fit Tiger’s Challenge, held on 26th January 2024 at Tiger’s 

Domain & Multi-Purpose Court. Challenges included 800 meters running 

followed by 240 meters shuttle run and searching and bringing back six tennis 

balls kept  20 meters away. The next continuous challenge aiming and bringing 

down six cones kept a distance of five meters. After completing that next 

challenge was running 180 meters that included 80 meters of running up and 

down on the basketball court sitting gallery. Fifth challenge was a 6 x 10 

meters shuttle run followed by another shuttle run of 4 x 20 meters and 

bringing back weights of 5, 10, 15 and 20 kg. Seventh challenge is modified 

20 push ups and lastly skipping sixty times. The total duration of completing 

this course becomes the basis of final results.
