Every year, the Department observes Hiroshima Nagasaki day in remembrance of the atomic 

bombings on the Japanese towns of Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The idea of this programme 

was to pay homage to the victims and give everyone the reflection on the horrors of war and 

the danger of technology. This year it was observed on 6th August. The main theme of this 

day was “REMEMBER HIROSHIMA & NAGASAKI: A COMMEMORATION FOR 

LIGHT AND PEACE”. Lanterns were lit to commemorate the anniversary of the bombing. 

This is a mark of respect just the way Japan follows to pay tribute to the victims. Also origami 

paper cranes were distributed which signifies the symbol of peace in Hiroshima and which 

relates to Sadako Sasaki, a 12-year-old girl who lost her life due to radiation caused by the 

bombing.
