International Exchange Programme with Waseda University, Tokyo, Japan
For the academic year 2019-20, our College has an International Exchange Programme with Waseda University, Tokyo, Japan.
Under this programme maximum of 15 students (accompanied by teachers) will visit Waseda University, Tokyo, Japan for two weeks. In a similar manner, students from Waseda University along with their faculty members will visit us. We will be in Tokyo in October/November, 2019. Visitors from Waseda will be with us sometime during February 2020. We will stay in a hostel in Tokyo and visitors from Waseda will stay similarly in Goa when they come here. However, to give the Japanese students exposure to our family life, they would stay with the families of our students selected for the programme for the remaining seven days. Students from both the institutions will attend specific programmes organized by the host institution and will also attend classes of their subjects and will get an idea about the educational system of each other.  

We invite applications on or before Saturday, 20th July, 2019 from students (ALL UNDERGRADUATE & POST GRADUATE STUDENTS ARE ELIGIBLE) to be a part of the group of 15 students who will participate in this exchange programme. Students applying for Sweden/Portugal exchange programme can also apply for Japan exchange programme and vice versa. In the final selection they can participate in only one of the programme.

The cost for participating in this programme is Rs. 1, 65, 000/- .This amount can be paid in installments by giving post-dated cheques at the time of submitting application in favor of “Parvatibai Chowgule College” as given below:

· Rs.55,000/- dated 25/07/2019
· Rs.55,000/- dated 25/08/2019
· Rs.55,000/- dated 25/09/2019
All the three post-dated cheques will have to be given along with the application form and will be encashed only after selection. All cheques of the students not selected/short listed will be returned by Saturday, 12th August 2019.
Before the final selection, we will conduct an essay writing test (not exceeding 400 words) on the topic “Why I want to visit Japan” and a walking test of 4.5 kms. in one hour for all the applicants. We have observed that our students do not walk much. Based on their interest, involvement and availability of passports (minimum validity June 2020), we will select 15 students by Monday, 5th August, 2019 who will make the trip and two standbys. These students would also participate in the planning activities for the visit of our Japanese visitors when they would be in Goa. Each student gets four credits for participating in the exchange programme. However, no credits will be given if proper guidelines are not met including hosting of a Japanese student.
Please note that the students have to attend their regular classes, give all the required exams and ensure that their academic performance does not suffer. All the preparatory activities will be conducted in the College during the scheduled breaks provided in the College Time Table.

Please fill-in the application form available at the Office of International Exchange Programmes at Student Support Services and apply on or before Saturday, 20th July, 2019. Kindly submit your application form along with the three cheques, indemnity bond and insurance details (forms will be given by us), copy of mark sheets (last 2 years) and a copy of the first and last page of your passport or application receipt in a sealed envelope to the Coordinator, International Exchange Programmes. 
Students who have participated in our Stockholm, Sweden exchange programme previously can also apply. However, in final selection, preference will be given to new students.
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
